Tour ltinerary — Avalon 2019

Day 1 — Thurs 28" February Melbourne Arrival (D)
We depart today on our Qantas flight QF156 at 2.05pm, arriving in Melbourne at 4.15pm. We will transfer to our hotel for
our 7 night stay. This evening we will have a welcome dinner.

Day 2 — Fri 1% March Avalon Evening Airshow (B)
Friday at Avalon is the final trade Day. If you have a business card you may make your own arrangements to the show by
public transport. Our coach will take us to the show for the 2pm start and the show ends at 9pm when we will return to the
hotel. We have Gold Pass tickets. Alternatively, you can stay in Melbourne.

Day 3 — Sat 2" March At leisure or optional Avalon Airshow (B)
You may return for a second day at the airshow by public transport or stay in Melbourne for a day at leisure

Day 4 — Sun 3'¥ March Avalon Airshow (B)
This is our group day at the airshow with Gold Pass tickets.

The Australian International Airshow has a strong focus on military aviation, featuring aircraft from the Royal Australian Air
Force, United States Navy and the United States Air Force. Representatives from other air arms have also appeared at
the airshow on many occasions, including aircraft from the Royal Air Force, Japan Air Self-Defense Force, Republic of
Singapore Air Force and many others. It has been said by air show organizers to be the largest air show in the southern
hemisphere.

Day 5 — Mon 4" March Shrine of Remembrance (B)
This morning we spend time at the stunning Shrine of Remembrance. Builtin 1934, the Shrine is the Victorian state
memorial to Australians who have served in war and peacekeeping operations. The rest of the day is yours at leisure.

Day 6 — Tues 5" March B24 & RAAF Museum (B,L)
We head to the RAAF Museum at Point Cook. Here we will see the restoration of de Havilland Mosquito PR Mk XVI, A52-
600, which is now underway. The aircraft is the only surviving RAAF-operated Mosquito with a wartime operational history,
and the only PR Mk XVI left anywhere in the world. We will have a BBQ lunch at the B24 Liberator Restoration Museum
and see the intricate restoration work proceeding in one of the impressive World War Il hangars on the old Werribee
airfield. This is the only remaining Liberator in the Southern Hemisphere and is one of only eight still existent in the world.
We will be treated to an engine running during the afternoon.

Or stay in Melbourne if you prefer

Day 7 — Weds 6" March Australian National Aviation Museum/ Naked Racer/Old Aeroplane Co (B)
We spend the morning enjoying one of the most significant collections of aircraft and engines in Australia, followed by
lunch at the Naked Racer Café, surrounded by antique motorcycles. In the afternoon we continue on to the Old Aeroplane
Company for tour of the hangars here.

You can stay in Melbourne today if you like.



Day 8 — Thurs 7" March Flight to Sydney /Powerhouse (B,D)
This morning we will transfer to the airport for our 11.00am flight to Sydney, arriving at 12.25pm for a 2 night stay. Once
settled in we will walk to the Powerhouse Museum. Some of the exhibits are changeable so we look forward what is on
display as well as the transport exhibition. Later this evening is our twilight dinner at Sydney Tower Buffet, the 360-
revolving restaurant with uninterrupted views of the city

Day 9 — Fri 8" March At Leisure (B)
Today is at leisure. We will venture up into the Blue Mountains but if you have been before you can make your own
arrangements for the day.

Day 10 — Sat 9" March Classic Car Museum/ Luskintyre Aircraft Restoration (B)
Heading North today we will stop at Gosford and the largest classic car collection in the Southern Hemisphere, before
continuing to Luskintyre Airfield, home of the Tiger Moth. Here we will be shown around the restoration hangars and the
small museum. We continue to Newcastle for a 2-night stay.

Day 11 — Sun 10" March Fighter World (B)
The display at Fighter World, located at the home of Air Combat Group - RAAF Williamtown, is fundamental to the telling
of the Air Combat Group story and the Defense of Australia. In the afternoon we will pop over to Fort Scratchley.

You can spend the day in Newcastle if you prefer.

Day 12 — Mon 11" March NSW Rail Museum (B)
Today we will be relocating to Wollongong South of Sydney with a lunchtime stop and an afternoon visit to NSW Rail
Museum in Thirlmere. Since 1975 the historic town of Thirlmere has been home to a significant rail heritage collection,
including over 100 rolling stock items, associated with the history of the railways in NSW. We stay in Wollongong for 2
nights

Day 13 — Tues 12" March RAAF Albatross Museum (B)
We start our day with a visit to Kiama Blowhole and lighthouse, before heading towards Nowra and HMAS Albatross,
home of the Royal Australian Navy's Fleet Air Arm, the largest operational Naval establishment and the Navy's only Air
Station. We will stop on the way to look at the Sir Charles Kingsford Smith Memorial & Lookout.

If you prefer, you can stay in Kiama and be picked up on the way back.

Alternatively, you can spend the day in Wollongong.

Day 14 — Weds 13" March Historic Aircraft Restoration Service (B,D)
We have a guided tour through the hangars at HARS and hear about their current projects including the Southern Cross
Replica. There is a great collection of flying and static aircraft along with engine & cockpit displays. We then move on to
Sydney for our last night. This evening is our farewell dinner.

Day 15 — Thurs 14" March Flight home (B)
This morning we will shuttle to the airport for our departing flight.
QF 143 departs at 10.30pm, arriving in Auckland at 3.40pm give time for connecting domestic flights if required.
